ovidSafe Behaviours 
As part of planned changes to keep our schools 
safe and reduce the impact of any future out-

breaks, schools are required to implement COVID-safe 
behaviours. These include the following strategies to 
promote physical distancing, minimise mixing between 
groups and limit access to school grounds to only those 
providing essential services: 
 

¶ All staff must wear a face 
mask at all times indoors and out-
doors when at school (except when 
engaged in teaching), including in 
staff rooms 

¶ Staff will observe physical distancing, limit mix-
ing in staff rooms and offices, and conduct all-staff 
meetings and professional development online 

¶ Density limits of 1 person per 4 square metres will 
apply to staff areas such as staff lunchrooms and areas 
accessed by the public, such as reception areas 

¶ Non-essential visitors will not be allowed into 
school grounds 

¶ All school gatherings such as assemblies and 
school events will be deferred or held remotely 

¶ Interschool activities will not be permitted at this 
time. 
 
School camps, outdoor education programs and over-
night stays can take place across Victoria with no travel 
restrictions. Bookings must be limited to single schools. 
Multiple schools can attend camps providing school 
groups remain separated and do not share common facil-
ities at the same time. Mixing of staff and students be-
tween different schools is not permitted.

ationally Consistent Collection of Data on School 
Students with Disability (NCCD) 
Every year, all schools in Australia participate in the 

Nationally Consistent Collection of Data on School Students 
with Disability (NCCD). The NCCD process requires 
schools to identify information already available in the 
school about supports provided to students with disability. 
These relate to legislative requirements under the Disability 
Discrimination Act 1992 and the Disability Standards for 
Education 2005, in line with the NCCD guidelines (2019).  
 
Information provided about students to the Australian Gov-
ernment for the NCCD includes: 
 

¶ year of schooling 

¶ category of disability: physical, cognitive, sensory or 

social/emotional 

¶ level of adjustment provided: support provided within 

quality differentiated teaching practice, supplemen-
tary, substantial or extensive. 

 
This information assists schools to: 
 

¶ formally recognise the supports and adjustments pro-

vided to students with disability in schools 

¶ consider how they can strengthen the support of stu-

dents with disability in schools 

¶ develop shared practices so that they can review their 

learning programs in order to improve educational 
outcomes for students with disability. 

 
The NCCD provides state and federal governments with the 
information they need to plan more broadly for the support 
of students with disability. 
 
The NCCD will have no direct impact on your child and 
your child will not be involved in any testing process. The 
school will provide data to the Australian Government in 
such a way that no individual student will be able to be 
identified ï the privacy and confidentiality of all students is 
ensured. All information is protected by privacy laws that 
regulate the collection, storage and disclosure of personal 
information.
